ADDENDUM TO FACULTY CONSULTING AGREEMENT

1.
Definitions:

2.
No Conduct of Research.  Consultant shall be engaged by the Company to provide expert advice only and shall not direct or conduct research for or on behalf of the Company under the Agreement. 

3.
Separation of Consulting Services and UNL Activities.  Consultant shall keep services provided under the Agreement, and all documents, records, and correspondence which result from such Consulting Services, separate and segregated from Consultant’s research and academic activities and/or activities covered under the terms of any agreements to which UNL is a party.  Consultant shall not under the Agreement advise the Company regarding: (i) any on-going research conducted by Consultant or any other parties at, through, or on behalf of UNL; or (ii) data or results from any research conducted by Consultant or any other parties at, through, or on behalf of UNL unless such data or results have been published and/or delivered to the Company under the terms of an agreement to which UNL is or was a party.   

4.  
Disclosure by Consultant. Consultant may disclose to the Company under the Agreement any information that he would normally freely disclose to other members of the scientific community at large, whether by publication, by presentation at seminars, or in informal scientific discussions, but Consultant shall not disclose under the Agreement: (i) any invention, improvement or other information that is proprietary to UNL and not generally available to the public other than through formal institutional transactions; or (ii) unpublished results of, or unpublished data from, research conducted at, by, or on behalf of UNL.  

5.  
Non-Use by Consultant.   The parties acknowledge that UNL is not a party to the Agreement, which is a private contract between Consultant and the Company.  Therefore, UNL shall have no liability under the Agreement. With the exception of making limited use of Consultant’s office space and office equipment solely for the purpose of convenient communication between the Company and Consultant, Consultant shall not use the facilities, equipment, materials, funds, or resources owned or administered by UNL or located on any of the premises of UNL.  Consultant shall not: (i) use UNL letterhead; or (ii) engage or employ students, trainees, post-doctoral fellows or other employees of UNL to provide services under the Agreement.  

6. 
Speaking to Third Parties and Non-Endorsement.  Consultant shall not under the Agreement speak with or to any third parties in any context or manner that could reasonably constitute endorsement, promotion, or marketing of any product or technology. In speaking with or to any third parties in the course of providing services under the Agreement Consultant shall disclose that: (i) he is acting as a paid consultant to the Company, and not as a representative of UNL; and (ii) that his participation as a consultant to the Company does not constitute or imply endorsement by or involvement of UNL. If the Agreement includes presentations and/or speaking engagements involving third parties such disclosure shall also be made in writing on any written materials provided to or in any series of slides presented to audiences, as a parenthetical comment next to or a footnote on the same page or slide as any citing of Consultant’s title at and/or affiliation with UNL.
7.  
Paid Consultant Statement.  If Consultant is listed as an author on any publication resulting from performance of Consulting Services under the Agreement, the following disclosure statement shall be added to the body of the publication: “Consultant’s work that is the subject of this publication is a result of his services as a paid consultant to the Company .”  
8.  
Consultant’s Employer and Obligations to Third Parties.    The Company and Consultant recognize that Consultant’s primary duty as a UNL faculty member is to UNL. The Company and Consultant agree that UNL policies and Consultant’s obligations to UNL shall govern and be afforded primacy in the event a conflict arises between such obligations and policies and the Agreement. During the term of the Agreement Consultant will notify the Company in the event that Consultant becomes aware of a conflict between such policies and obligations and the Agreement to the extent that such notification does not breach confidentiality provisions or understandings regarding confidentiality between UNL and an actual or potential research sponsor or collaborator or other third party, or between Consultant and any third party.  Consultant will, at a minimum, notify the Company that he believes such a conflict exists. the Company and Consultant will jointly determine whether or not to terminate the Agreement as a result of aforementioned notification. Nothing in the Agreement shall in any way inhibit Consultant’s ability to conduct research and other academic activities at, through, or on behalf of UNL, or to lecture upon, submit for publication, publish, or otherwise disclose the results of such activities, regardless of the sponsor or field of such activities, during or at any time after the term of the Agreement. The provisions of this Section 8 in no way alter Consultant’s confidentiality obligations under the Agreement. 
9. 
Permission Required for Use of Consultant’s Name.   If in relation to the Agreement, Consultant’s services under the Agreement, and/or the results of Consultant’s services under the Agreement, the Company wishes to: (a) quote Consultant in any context, format, or document; and/or (b) include in a press release: (i) Consultant’s title at and/or affiliation with UNL; (ii) a description of Consultant’s services under the Agreement; and/or (iii) a quotation by Consultant, the Company agrees to submit such quotations and/or press releases for prior review and written approval by UNL.  The provisions of this Section 9 shall survive termination or expiration of the Agreement.

Ownership of Intellectual Property.  Company shall have no rights under the Agreement to any publication, invention, discovery, improvement, or other intellectual property whatsoever, whether or not publishable, patentable, or copyrightable, which is developed as a result of a program of research financed in whole or in part by funds provided by or under the control of UNL.
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
