Budget Justification
Personnel
Dr. Smith, PI, (effort = 1.8 calendar months) will be responsible for the overall project management as well as experiment development, data analysis and reporting to NFA.  

Dr. Jones, Co-I, (effort = 1.8 summer months) will share the responsibility of overseeing the overall project management as well as supervising the graduate student.

TBD, GRA, (effort = 5.88 calendar months) will be responsible for conducting the experiments and assisting in data collection and analyzing.

A 3% cost of living increase has been applied to all salaries in years 2 and 3.

Fringe Benefits

Faculty and Staff benefits are estimated at 28% of salary. GRA benefits include tuition remission estimated at 40% of salary and health benefits estimated at $1,686 in year 1; $1,821 in year 2; and $1,966 in year 3. The actual cost of benefits for each person will be charged to the project.

Supplies

Costs are estimated at $6,000 in year 1 with a 3% increase in years 2 & 3 to purchase smartphones for 20 study subjects in year 1, 20 smartwatches in years 2, and up 20 phones and watches in year 3. Subawards
