Relinquishment/Transfer of Sponsored Project from UNL to another institution

Sponsored projects are awarded to institutions, not directly to Principal Investigators.  For this reason, the institution must ‘relinquish’ the sponsored project and the awarding agency must approve all sponsored project transfers from one organization to another.  

Responsible Parties:

Principal Investigators (PIs) are responsible for providing information about the transfer to departmental and OSP  personnel, using the ‘Request for PI/Award Relinquishment/Transfer by UNL’ form, in a timely manner and ensuring that the transfer of the award is completed in accordance with all applicable federal and sponsor regulations.  The PI is responsible for negotiating the following, as necessary:

· Subcontracting work back to the University of Nebraska-Lincoln at current full F&A rate;
· Equipment transfers; (http://bf.unl.edu/bfpolicy/TransferEquipmtPolicy.pdf),
· Transferring cost sharing obligations to the new institution; and

· Continued support of graduate students and postdoctoral fellows

In addition, the PI is responsible for the completion of final reports: Patent/Invention and Technical, as well as any outstanding reporting requirements for sponsored projects held while at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln.

Departmental Administrators have the responsibility to conclude transactions and make any necessary adjustments to award accounts for departing PIs.

The Office of Sponsored Programs (OSP) office shall review and institutionally endorse the paperwork involved with each sponsored project transfer. 

Procedures for Principal Investigator:


Complete ‘Request for PI/Award Relinquishment/Transfer by UNL’ form obtain departmental and college signatures and submit to  OSP at least forty-five days in advance of the transfer date to ensure a smooth transition.
